Bottle Drives
A bottle drive is a great team building activity and a surprising revenue generator. The bottle drive guide has some guidelines. You may also wish to consider having families pre-collect bottles from friends, neighbours, and relatives and then meet at a single location to separate, sort, and load for trips to the depot. Don’t forget a good supply of latex gloves.

Columbia Bottle Depot has indicated they would like all drives to go through their Kirschner Road location. If you would like to bring your bottles to a different location, please check with them to ensure that’s okay. Make sure to review the bottle drive instructions from Columbia prior to setting out. You must use bags supplied by them.

· Coloured, clear beer and cooler bottles with screw tops keep together and separate from brown bottles  (short bottles together and tall bottles together)
· All Import (pop off tops) must be kept separate from the screw tops
(.05 alcohol glass beer or cooler container is a glass juice bottle)
